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modern enterprise system is being established in China. Due to this problem that SOE
managers are lack of incentive, it is more valuable to have research on how to motivate
managers. From the perspective of corporate governance theory, combined with
theory and practical, the governance status of SOE is discussed in the paper. On this
basis, SOE managers incentives problems and its possible reasons are discussed based
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
