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Abstract: Recently, China is improving the well-being level of citizen, and

subjective well-being is a critical quantitative indicator. In this study, subjective well-
being was used to survey 1,800 residents in Wuhu, China. The correlation between
subjective well-being and economic growth has been studied based on correlation
analysis and factor analysis. There are three findings: firstly, the level of subjective
well-being of Wuhu citizens is relatively high; secondly, there is less correlation
between the subjective well-being of residents and the local economy; finally, the
index of well-being has a significant positive relationship with the gulf between rich

and poor and the level of income.
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
